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Rules for Extempore Essay Writing Competition

1. Eligibility:
o The competition is open to all registered participants.
o Participants must present valid identification or registration proof on the day
of the competition.
2. Topic Selection:
o Topics will be assigned randomly through a draw or provided on the spot.
o Each participant will receive a single topic and must write on the assigned
topic only.
3. Time Limit:
